Study for Lent —
The Gospel According to Disney

During the six weeks leading up to Easter,
starting March 1, there will be a special Lenten
Study entitled, “The Gospel According to
Disney.” Study materials and Pastor Mark’s
sermons will utilize two resources, along with the
Bible -- a study called, “If You Want to Walk on
Water, You Have to Get Out of the Boat,” by
John Ortberg and a different Disney movie each
week, including such movies as Monsters, Inc.,
Beauty and the Beast, Finding Nemo, and the
Incredibles. There will be discussion questions
about the movie, scriptures to apply to your
circumstances, and other options for small groups.
Small Groups have two tracks to choose from, one
track that will focus on the themes and messages
from Disney movie clips (for the young and young
at heart) and a second track that will make use of a
DVD, study book, and discussion around the theme
of learning to trust God.

There will be sign-ups for small groups
beginning in mid-February.

Jesus Christ. | hope that you can arrange your
schedules for these 6 weeks to participate in this
study.

Making Sunday Morning Your Mission

Experiencing the kind of growth that we’ve had
these last several months is exciting. God is on the
move in our congregation and in our community as
people are reconnecting with this church and other
local churches. People want to find a spiritual
foundation and want to link with other like-minded
people to experience belonging and friendship and
the kind of care and compassion that a church can
provide.

Growth brings with it a new set of challenges.
All of sudden space issues, parking, and schedule
conflicts emerge and we have to be diligent to
address these issues.

The Administrative Council has approved
starting a second worship service at 9:00 a.m. on
Sunday mornings. The target date for beginning
this new worship service will be March 1. The
schedule on Sunday mornings will be:

9:00 a.m. Worship & Sunday School

10:00 a.m. Coffee & Snack Bar

10:30 a.m. Worship & Children’s Church
Nursery will be available during both worship
services.

The 10:30 a.m. worship service will remain very
similar to what it is now. There will be a variety of
styles of music and a continued combination of
contemporary groups, the church choir, gospel
music, and traditional hymns from week to week.
The 9:00 a.m. worship service will also have a
variety of styles and personnel who will be leading
the worship. It will not have the same structure as
the 10:30 worship but will have flexibility and variety
as it begins and as it takes shape. My commitment
is that both services strive for excellence to give
God the glory and to bring people into God’s
presence.

Having two services each week that are done
well will require a high level of commitment from a
large number of volunteers. We will need twice as
many greeters, ushers, liturgists (or readers),
nursery attendants, and children’s ministry leaders.
There will be many opportunities for you to serve. It
is my hope that people will commit to worshipping
during one of the Sunday services and then will
serve during the other service. For example,
someone could go to the 9:00 a.m. service and
then volunteer in the nursery during the 10:30 a.m.
service or visa versa. | anticipate people who are
new to the church and have not yet found their
niche will find a good fit through the option of a
second service — whether it is in music or drama or
helping behind the scenes.

Beginning a new worship service is a big step
for any church. The motivation for making such a
decision is not to create more work or to just give
people a more convenient time to worship. Itis to
make room — to make room for family and friends
that you would like to invite. It is also to make
room for more ministry opportunities so that those
who are just connecting with church can put into
practice our vision to “pour our lives into serving
others.”

In any given week there are many demands
on our time. Your time is one of the most
precious gifts you have and | understand that you
want to use it well. It may be difficult to find an
evening free during the week or to have a block of
time that is consistently available for a ministry of
the church. Sunday morning worship is the best
time we have to have the greatest impact with the
most people. If you are here on a Sunday
morning for worship then you can put your faith
into practice by making a second hour on Sunday
morning your mission.

During the next few weeks there will be
opportunities for you to re-commit to areas of
service in the church, including as ushers,
greeters, liturgists, musicians, vocalists, technical
crew, and nursery staff for both services.
Prayerfully consider where you can best use your
gifts and strengths to serve and sign up for those
areas and times that are the best match for you.

God has made you for a mission. Sunday
morning may not be the only place that God calls
you to serve, but if the demands of your life make
it difficult to volunteer for projects on other days of
the week, Sunday morning may indeed be the
best time with the right opportunities for you. |
invite you to keep this new endeavor in your
prayers, that God will bring the right people
together to lead and to serve so there will be
room to draw others to faith in Jesus Christ. |
hope you will be open to the leading of God’s
Spirit and to the possibility that the right person to
be involved in this new ministry might be you.

SHARE

Our church serves as a host site for SHARE
Food of Central lllinois. You may have seen
“SHARE Sign Up” or “SHARE Distribution” on
the church calendar and wondered what it
meant. Below is some history about SHARE
and how you can get involved.

History:  Carl Shelton, a very successful
businessman, felt a calling by the Lord which
eventually led to his leaving the corporate life
to become an ordained Roman Catholic
Deacon. He spent several months with
Mother Teresa in Calcutta, India, eventually
returning to San Diego, California, with a
vision of starting a food program that would be
non-charity, no government involvement, self-
sustaining with the emphasis of “People
Helping People.” The task seemed
impossible. However, in February, 1983, with
the financial support of the Catholic Diocese of
San Diego, CA, SHARE (Share Help And
Resource Exchange) was born. In May of that
same year, the first food distribution took place
in the parking lot of the San Diego stadium.
Sixty-nine Host Site Organizations received
and distributed food

to 7,642 SHARE participants. In seven
years, SHARE-USA expanded, including
SHARE of Central lllinois, to 18 major
affiliates all across the USA, with an average
monthly  distribution of over 250,000
participant units of food each month.
SHARE of Central lllinois joined the SHARE-
USA network with its first distribution of
2,375 participant units in October, 1986, and
grew to a monthly average of over 15,000
participant units a month.

Currently you can receive a unit of fresh
fruits and vegetables for $11 and units
including meats, fresh produce and other
items beginning at $15.00. Sign up is the 1%
Sunday of the month after worship and
Distribution is either the 3™ or 4™ Saturday
morning of the month at 10 a.m. at the
church. See Marilyn Bowhay (742-7391) for
more information or go the SHARE Food
web site at www.sharefood-peoria.org.
SHARE Food is open to everyone and
invites people to come together to SHARE
food, SAVE money and SERVE others.
